* Plan your route before leaving home.

* Do not knock on the doors of strangers - only go to people
you know.

* Never go inside a stranger’s home.

* Always keep to well-lit areas. Wear bright clothing and always
carry a torch.

e Unless pre-arranged, do not visit elderly or vulnerable members
of the community.

* Don’t play pranks that may damage property (including throwing
eggs or flour) - it is classed as a criminal offence and you could
be arrested.
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
